• 30/11/2018 NSW and Federal Govt. announced will 

extend Regional Forest Agreements (RFAs) for 20 years
• RFAs - a failed model:
• native forest logging push forest wildlife towards 

extinction including koalas, quolls and gliders
• lowers carbon stores
• is not the optimal use
• We want Mountain biking, Walking with dogs, etc
